All control circuits are composed of ICs, and though they have a long service life, they may be instantly broken in the event of mishandling.
So, fully observe the following precautions.

1. Be sure to turn power OFF when changing parts or pulling/inserting each connector.

. Don’t use the tester to inspect the PC board, since an IC may be broken due to the tester’s internal voltage.

. Be sure never to expose the PC board to the direct rays of the sun.

. When connecting the connector, be careful so that it is correctly directed.

. When moving the PC board, use a PVC air mat, etc. so that it is not given a strong shock.
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
